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We are finally getting back to normal.  Patagonia Montessori School will offering in person learning for the 21-
22 school year.  No online direct instruction or work packets will be offered.  We will take every precaution to 

provide a safe environment for all of our students, teachers, and staff.  

Below are the additional measures we will be taking to ensure a safe environment for all. 

  

Classroom Environment 

Montessori education emphasizes hands-on learning and requires students to use materials to come to 
conclusions and learn concepts.  Our classroom materials will stay the same.  However, students will have their 

own supply of pencils and other consumable materials. 

The reading room will be open to all classrooms. 

Classes will work outside when possible. 

Air purifiers with H13 HEPA filtration systems will be used in each classroom.  

Additional classroom assistants and /or cleaning personnel may be employed to assist teachers and help with 

enhanced cleaning schedules. 

Lunch and snack will be eaten in the classroom or in the outdoor classroom space.  Students will not be able to 

share food.  All students will bring their own snack and lunch. 

 

Physical Distancing 

Especially with younger students, we realize that keeping students apart will be challenging.  Physical 

distancing will be encouraged when possible. 

  



Hand Hygiene and Hand Washing 

Additional hand washing sinks have been installed in each classroom.  All sinks are  equipped with touchless 

faucets. Antibacterial soap and single use paper towels are stocked daily at each hand washing station. 

Students will be taught and reminded of proper hand washing techniques (ie. washing with soap and water for 

at least 20 seconds, washing hands often).  

A hand sanitation station equipped with hand sanitizer that contains at least 60% alcohol will also be available 
in each classroom. 

  

Respiratory Etiquette 

Face masks will not be required for students, staff, or visitors.  Face masks may be worn if desired.  Students 

should bring their own masks.  We will have some disposable masks on campus for those who would like one.    

 

Cleaning and Disinfection 

All classrooms will be cleaned and disinfected daily.  The school will have a cleaning service/person come in 

once a week to do a deeper cleaning of the classrooms.  

 

 Mandatory School Closure 

The campus will be closed if it is state mandated. 

 

Online Model 

No online option will be available for the school year unless it is state mandated to close our physical campus.
